♦ Appropriate dress and tennis shoes must be worn when playing;  strictly no heels. 

 

♦ Do not lean on or attempt to jump the nets. Nets should not be over tensioned and 

must be wound down, and courts should be swept at the conclusion of play.  

 

♦ The courts might be water-logged and the ground excessively soft after heavy rain. 

Please avoid playing during these times. 

 

♦ Outside of matches, and official team practice sessions, please restrict all court 

time to 40 minutes duration if others are waiting to play. 

 

♦ In attitude, be well-mannered and pleasant; take the tennis seriously but enjoy 

yourself. 

 

♦ Understand and respect the rules of the game. Unsports(wo)manlike and excessive 

foul language will not be tolerated. There will always be stronger and weaker  

players than yourself. Treat your partners and opponents with equal respect and 

courtesy; win or lose graciously. 

 

♦ For the safety of yourself and others, please do not chew gum whilst playing, drink 

alcohol at the club (unless at official social events), or play whilst  intoxicated. 

 

♦ Please do not remove the benches, or court brushes, from where they are placed. 

 

♦ strictly no smoking within the clubhouse or the court enclosure. 

 

♦  All litter must be removed from the courts, placed in litter bins or taken away. 

 

♦ NO dogs, bikes, footballs, skateboards etc. are allowed on the courts. 

 

♦ The club cannot accept responsibility for any personal injury, damage or loss to
